1. Directions to Bonham State Park.

a. Take US 75 north

b. Take exit #45, turn right onto State Highway 121 (go 33.1 miles)

c. Continue on W SAM RAYBURN DR (State Highway 56)

d. [At this point you can use the attached map]

e. go 1.5 miles southeast of Bonham on State Highway 78 to FM 271,

f. then two miles southeast on FM 271;

g. enter on Park Road 24

2. Transportation to the park is by family group. There is no caravan. If you need to

arrange transportation, please contact another family who is going, since Troop 81 will

not be responsible for transporting scouts. If your scout is traveling with another

family, make sure that he is carrying a medical release to allow treatment if he is

injured while traveling. Copies can be obtained from John Benavides.

3. Lunch and dinner on Saturday and breakfast Sunday morning are provided and will be

prepared for you. Volunteers to help in the kitchen are always welcome.

4. Even though we are staying in cabins, it can get cool in April, so bring warm clothes

and a sleeping bag or warm blanket. We have a large indoor facility for dining and

other activities in case of rain, but do bring rain gear and comfortable shoes that can

get muddy, just in case.

5. Dress for Scouts will be class A and class B. Dress for the families is always casual.

6. You may want to bring a lawn chair for the outdoor activities in the afternoon and

campfire in the evening.
